Supply teachers and Stroud Green
Sometimes parents and carers are worried that
their child’s teacher has not been at school and
they have had a supply teacher so I thought I would
explain why this happens.

We use supply teachers when a teacher is ill and
also when staff members are on a course. We
seldom have a choice about the date of the course
and so sometimes it can happen that the teacher is
out for more than one day in a week. Children can
also be puzzled if their teacher is in school but not
in class. On those occasions they may be doing
some training work in school either with
consultants or other teachers. 

On the whole children respond well to these
supply staff and we do try and use the same
teachers again and again so that they become
familiar to the children. The good news is that
many of the temporary staff who work for us like
the school and our children so much that they look
forward to coming back when we have need of
them.

We use supply teachers from two agencies who
do full checks on their staff and send good quality
and enthusiastic teachers and support staff.
